"This research shows that only a limited part of industry is significantly influencing energy policy in
Japan, and is delaying the decarbonization process. These findings are consistent with our
experience as part of the JCLP corporate climate advocacy group. However, the oppositional voice
of this limited business segment is now counter to the growing number of Japanese companies
seeking to decarbonize and the 94 municipalities representing most of Japan's population who want
to see this happen by 2050.

"What this report finds is almost consistent with my personal experience as a policy maker in Japan
to negotiate the Kyoto Protocol and to develop national legislation. What surprises me is that this
remains unchanged today. I'm afraid the energy process is influenced by what is called an 'escorted
convoy', which is characterized by the process heavily influenced by incumbent industry groups,
vested interests protecting their positions and avoiding new ideas. If this is the case, it is my concern
that this might result in holding back environmental innovation in business and contributing to the
decreasing competitiveness of Japan on the global stage."
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
